On April 19, 2023, the Executive Committee of the National Science Board voted to close the 
March 22, 2023, meeting of the Committee on Strategy’s Subcommittee on Technology, 
Innovation, and Partnerships (S-TIP). All Executive Committee members -- Panchanathan, Reed, 
McCrary, Gil, and Phillips -- voted “yes” to close the meeting and that agency business required 
holding this meeting on short notice because the near-term start of Regional Innovation Engine 
Type 2 proposal evaluations.
